PUNCTUALITY.
Members are required to arrive at the ground where the match is to be played at least ½ hour prior to their first appointment. The Referee shall wait 10 minutes after the kick off time before abandoning a game because of the absence of a team; there is no need for the team that is present to take the field, the Referee shall report the non-appearance to the appropriate authority within the stipulated time. The Referee shall decide on the fitness of the ground for play in all fixtures.

WET WEATHER.
Where wet weather conditions raise doubts as the possibility of games being cancelled due to ground conditions the member are requested to first contact the appointment officer Bob George, listen to the radio stations 2CHY-FM. 104.1, STAR-FM 105.5 or 105.1, 2MC-FM 106.7, 2CS-FM 106.8, or the website of North Coast Football Zone at www.northcoastfootball.com.au
4.
UNIFORM.
The dress of the Branch shall be;

The Black/SSI shirt, 
The Football Federation of Australia Referees Badge worn on the left breast pocket. 
Black socks.

All Black shorts.

Basically Black footwear with Black laces.

Assistant Referees may wear a ¾ length clear plastic raincoat in wet weather.
Approved Caps & Sunglasses (light colour Lens & frames) allowed locally.
All uniform as well as other equipment are available through the equipment officer.

5. PLAYING AREA/SUBSTITUTE BENCHES.
Only the Coach, Manager, Trainer, First Aid Officer and named substitutes, maximum of 9 persons permitted on the substitute benches.

6.
KICK OFF TIMES.
All fixtures must start at the nominated time. The consent of the Soccer Associations must be obtained by the competing teams, before the kick off can be alter from the arranged kick off time.

Premier League the first grade fixture must start no latter then the stipulated kick off time set down by the Soccer Associations. All other fixtures prior to the first grade shall be played in two equal periods that shall allow the first grade to begin oat the scheduled kick off time.

7.
SEND – OFF & CONDUCT REPORTS.
1) Send – Off and Conduct reports on crowd behaviour, players and match Officials, are to be on the new SEND-OFF  and CONDUCT now on the Referee’s Web site.
They are to be sent direct to North Coast Football Inc. office within four-eight (48) hours of the match
 not including SUNDAY.
            Copy for your record and a copy to be sent to Branch Secretary to file in case of appeal.

2)  IF REPORT INVOLVES AN ASSAULT ON A MEMBER: the following is the minimum requirement, Match is abandon, no further matches on that ground to be officiated on for the rest of that day. Report to the Secretary and to the Police (It is up to the member concerned to request the Police to investigate with a view to charging the offender or just report the matter as an occurrence only).
ALL REPORTS INVOLVING ANOTHER MEMBER OF THIS BRANCH OR ANOTHER ASSOCIATION SHOULD BE SENT TO THE BRANCH SECRETARY ONLY. NO COPY TO THE FOOTBALL ASSOCIATIONS.
8.  MEMBERSHIP.
Any new members transferring from another Branch shall submit any qualifications with their application.

All existing members are required to complete and return to the Secretary, a availability form by the February meeting each year. 

9.   MEMBERSHIP FEES.
The membership fee for all members, except for Life Members. The fees must be paid by the G.M. in February each year. Failing this, members are required to re-apply for admission to their Branch.

10.  CLASH OF COLOURS.

11.   FAILING TO SEND IT REPORTS.
All send-Off and Conduct report shall be submitted to the North Coast Football office no later then 4:00pm on Tuesday after the match.

 Failing to do so will occur a fine of  $50.00 under the FFA Rules and possible suspension from officiating in any fixtures which includes playing if a registered player.
12.  APPOINTMENTS.
All appointments will be placed on the website each week; members who have appointed must notify the appointment officers for each section before 7:00pm Thursday night of their intentions of withdrawing from appointments so as changes updated before Friday.
13. NEW UNIFORMS.
